PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: No recent surgeries.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He has atonic bladder; he has a Foley catheter in place, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, gouty arthritis, history of blood clots on Pradaxa as well as aspirin, hypothyroidism, anxiety on Remeron, BPH, and Foley catheter in place.

MEDICATIONS: Include Flomax 0.4 mg at bedtime, trazodone 50 mg at bedtime, levothyroxine 125 mcg a day, Remeron 15 mg a day, multivitamins once a day, potassium 20 mEq a day, aspirin 81 mg a day, Proscar 5 mg a day, folic acid 1 mg day, Isordil 60 mg a day, amlodipine 10 mg a day, atorvastatin 80 mg a day, allopurinol 300 mg a day, and apixaban 2.5 mg twice a day.

ALLERGIES: None.

COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He is single. Does not smoke and does not drink. He has no children. He used to be a tax preparer.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He has had lost some weight. He has no chest pain. No shortness of breath, nausea, or vomiting. No confusion. He is alert and oriented.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Mr. Gee is an 82-year-old gentleman who is very thin.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 146/91, O2 saturation 97%, and pulse 80.

NECK: Shows no JVD.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: Shows no rash.
EXTREMITIES: The patient has infected big toe, seeing the podiatrist at this time.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: An 82-year-old gentleman with:

1. Hypertension, BPH, and history of anxiety. The patient has atonic bladder and Foley catheter in place. The patient would benefit from provider services to help his niece Kleo who is his primary caregiver.
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2. He also suffers from anxiety and bipolar disorder as well as hypothyroidism.

3. Medications reviewed. The patient has no symptoms of dementia. He is alert and awake. He used to be a mathematician, he used to work on taxes. The patient had a blood clot in the past and he is taking apixaban 2.5 mg twice a day at this time.
