This is a ______ -year-old gentleman with history of senile degeneration of the brain is currently on hospice now with babbling speech, recurrent falls, not sleeping, unintelligible speech, he requires 24/7 care; he has two caretakers that switch places, weight loss. The patient’s care was discussed with Estella because the patient is more confused, having issues with bowel movement. He is total ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent, continues to lose weight, eats very little, has sundowner’s syndrome and protein-calorie malnutrition.

She states that he gets up every two or three hours, he walks around, he is a wanderer and somebody has to be with him at all times. He is eating very little. He spits out his food. He has issues with being belligerent when pushed to eat and has issues regarding aspiration.

The patient lives in his own home and is taken care of by the caretakers as was mentioned about. His KPS is 40%. He continues to decline as far as his degeneration of his brain is concerned. He has parkinsonism and Alzheimer’s dementia as well as other issues and problems that were discussed. The patient has severe protein-calorie malnutrition and weight loss. His weight is down at least another 3 pounds since last evaluation that took place beginning of May. He continues to be hospice appropriate most likely with less than six months to live.
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
