


PROGRESS NOTE

CC: Right lower extremity skin tear.

HPI: An 89-year-old with endstage Alzheimer’s disease was sitting up in the dayroom. She made eye contact. She was alert and cooperative to exam. She actually looked much better than she has in sometime. The patient was being showered and somehow in repositioning her, she sustained two lacerations to her right lower extremity. Those have been cleaned and dressed with Steri-Strips placed by the unit nurse who states that there is no redness, warmth, or other evidence of infection. The patient was seen at Integris SWMC on 06/13/23 after a fall on the unit. She was diagnosed with atrial fibrillation with RVR and UTI for which she was started on Keflex 500 mg q.i.d. for 10 days, will be completed on 06/26/23. 
DIAGNOSES: Endstage Alzheimer’s disease, BPSD which has decreased, chronic pain management, osteoporosis, atrial fibrillation – on Eliquis, DM II and HTN.

ALLERGIES: HONEY, CODEINE and SULFA.

DIET: Puréed with regular liquid.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

HOSPICE: Traditions.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, made eye contact, appearing to be comfortable.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 117/59, pulse 103, temperature 97.1, respirations 17, O2 sat 97%, and weight 158 pounds, a weight loss of 10 pounds since 04/26/23.

CARDIAC: Irregularly irregular rhythm without M, R or G.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is in a high back wheelchair. She does not propel it and she has no lower extremity edema. 
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NEURO: Orientation x 1. She has verbal ability, but just states a few words at a time here and there. Limited in information that she can give or understand.

SKIN: She has Steri-Strips in place on her right lower extremity. 

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Skin tears. They have been dressed and Steri-Strips in place. We will just monitor for healing.

2. UTI, organism unknown as we have not gotten culture results, but she will complete 06/26/23 her Keflex.

3. Atrial fibrillation with RVR. Her rate is 103. We will add digoxin 0.125 mg q.d. and monitor. If need be, we will increase.
