HPI: A 103-year-old seen in his room. He is pleasant and engaging. He is hard of hearing so loud speech, but he understands what is said and shares in storytelling. He comes to the dining room for meals. He will sit at a table with other male residents. He participates in activities if it is something like Bingo. With his hearing deficits, he will either have somebody assist him or not attend. He is pleasant and is able to ask for what he needs. 
DIAGNOSES: Leukemia post chemotherapy – not in remission, HTN, hypothyroid and HOH.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 05/31/23 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: NAS.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Pleasant older gentleman, engaging.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 117/61, pulse 68, respirations 14, and weight 139 pounds. His weight is a gain of 2 pounds since 05/31/23.
RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm. No M, R or G. PMI nondisplaced.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He ambulates with a walker. He is steady and upright. He has had no falls and no lower extremity edema. He moves limbs in a normal range of motion.
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NEURO: He makes eye contact. His speech is clear. If he can hear you, he responds appropriately. He is oriented x 3 and he understands given information and can make his needs known.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Hypothyroid. TSH is 1.55 which is WNL on levothyroxine 75 mcg q.d. No change.

2. Anemia. H&H are 11.3 and 35.6 with normal indices. WBC count is 15.4 which is actually quite good for leukemia not in remission. Reassured him that he was doing well. 
3. General care. Pain is managed. He has no needs at this time.
