HPI: An 82-year-old with CKD, HTN, and chronic liver disease with cirrhosis is seen today for followup of A1c. He is in his room. He is alert and bright able to give information have noted the patient walking around the facility and is upright and stable comes down to the dining room for meals more frequently than previously.
DIAGNOSES: DM II, vascular dementia, atrial fibrillation, chronic hep C with cirrhosis of the liver, moderate protein calorie malnutrition, HTN, and generalized weakness.
ALLERGIES: DEMEROL and MORPHINE.
DIET: NCS.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert and attentive.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulates independently. He has no lower extremity edema. Moves limbs in a normal range of motion.
SKIN: Warm, dry, intact with good turgor. No bruising noted.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. DM II. A1c is 6.5, well within normal for DM II and especially given his age. We will continue with Lantus 15 units q.d. and do quarterly A1c.
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
