CC: Medication administration.

HPI: A 90-year-old with notable memory deficits, CKD III, and on Eliquis twice daily when seen there was noted memory deficits and my concern about her medication administration led to request of nurse to have patient evaluated for appropriateness to administer her own medications. It is a standard form of question-and-answer, which was done and completed on 06/14. The patient was unable to identify medications what they are for, how they have to be taken, side effects, proper storage, and she requires assist. Her daughter is currently dividing her medications by day however there are several medications to include her anticoagulant that there are to be taken in a separate doses and patient does not identify the anticoagulant from the other medications. Essentially, she is not qualified to self-administer her own medications. I had this discussion with the ED and DON who are in agreement. The DON will speak to the daughter/POA and patient. Regarding the medications it will be administered by nursing staff and it is for patient safety.
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
