HPI: The patient son/POA Bruce Leach called wanted to speak with me regarding his father and a past psychiatric history. He states his father has been diagnosed with bipolar disorder and he had a lot of mania as a part of his diagnosis. He was on Abilify, which treated it with benefit for a long time. The patient did not come here on that medication and son states that he just quit taking it but does not know how long ago. He now notes the signs of patient revving up to a manic phase being tangential but more than that being very irritable and impatient with his wife who is Bruce’s stepmother as well as his son and now staff. He requests reinitiation of Abilify but does not remember the dose he previously been on. My interactions with the patient is that he is appropriate at his baseline as far as being able to give information as well as listen to information. Given the history and treatment at this point a low dose of Abilify would likely not do harm and may help and so I told him that we would start with 5 mg q.d. see how he does and if it appears that it is ineffective then we may consider evaluation by neurology or visiting psych nurse. He is agreeable to that.
