The patient was seen via Doxy. She has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Maria described that she has been doing very good. She is much happier because her daughter came to live with her. She claimed medication has been working. She is not depressed and suicidal. She does not have anxiety. She has been compliant with the medication. She was alert and oriented. Her mood was pleasant. Affect was appropriate. Her speech was clear. Thought process is organized. There was no irritability or agitation. The patient described that without medication she cannot function and she is doing much better and taking care of her husband and household activity. There was no involuntary movements or any symptoms of akathisia and restlessness.

ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder, currently stable. No agitation or aggression.

PLAN: Continue with Paxil 40 mg daily, Depakote 1000 mg in the morning and 500 mg at bedtime, and BuSpar 10 mg three times a day. A 30-day supply of the medication was sent.
