The patient was seen via Doxy. He has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Peter described that he is doing much better. His hallucination is controlled. He has compliance with the treatment. He is on Haldol 100 mg intramuscularly injection once a month, which he takes from the Easterseals. Also taking Klonopin 0.5 mg twice a day and Adderall XR 30 mg twice a day. He described that the medication has been helping and without medication he cannot control. *__________* behavior. The patient diagnosed ADHD and it has been observed during the stay in the hospital twice. In my care that Adderall has been working and he does not appear to be addictive as he is not having any time increasing the dose of any of the medication. Actually, I have reduced the dose of Klonopin 1 mg b.i.d. to 0.5 mg b.i.d. The patient was explained the risks, benefits, and side effects. He was alert and oriented. His mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. Thought process is organized. There was no irritability or agitation. There was no involuntary movement. The patient was educated about the role of medication and also addictive nature of this medication to which he has agreed. *__________*
ASSESSMENT: Schizophrenia chronic and attention deficit disorder.

PLAN: Continue Klonopin 0.5 mg b.i.d., which control anxiety and some tremors, Adderall XR 30 mg in the morning and 30 mg at bedtime, and Haldol decanoate 100 mg intramuscular injection, which was given once a month. A followup appointment was given in 30-days.
