The patient was seen via Doxy. He has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Leonard described that he has been doing better. He is happy and pleasant although still hearing voices, but not as much but he denies any depression often having problem with the sleep. He described he is taking his medications and follow outpatient treatment with his primary care doctor for his diabetes and hypertension. He does not remember the name of the medication but pain medication has been helping. He is alert and oriented. His mood was euthymic. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. Motor active is normal. He denies any suicidal or homicidal ideation. He still having some auditory hallucination, but voices are not commanding in nature and does not have any paranoid delusion. His involuntary movement has reduced and he is feeling better. His sleeping is disturbed but eating all right. There was no suicidal thoughts or any symptoms. Denies any side effect of the medication.
ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective disorder, diabetes, and high blood pressure.

PLAN: Continue Abilify 30 mg at bedtime, Seroquel 100 mg twice a day, Celexa 40 mg daily, hydroxyzine 25 mg three times a day. A 30-day supply of the medication was given. Risks, benefits, and side effect are explained. Followup appointment was given in 30-days.
