The patient presents with history of dysuria and frequency for two days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of urinary tract infections; last one in February 2024.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft with 1+ tenderness to the suprapubic area without guarding or rigidity. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
The patient had UA and C&S obtained with presence of some slight pyuria.
PLAN: Because of history of frequent urinary tract infections, the patient was given Cipro 500 mg for 10 days with Pyridium. Follow up as needed.
