The patient presents with history of redness and discomfort to fingertips right first, second and third with slight itching and redness.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL & FAMILY HISTORY: The patient works as nail attendant, exposed to acetone and other chemicals, cleaning and treating nails.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Skin: Slight swelling and inflammation right first, second and third fingertips ventral lower aspect. Remainder of extremities within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Probable contact dermatitis, right hand.
PLAN: Advised to make list of chemicals exposed to at work including acetone and avoid chemical contact at work, to wear thick gloves. Given Kenalog topically and Medrol Dosepak. Also, given dexamethasone 5 mg as per request of mother. Advised to follow up with PCP or with dermatological referral p.r.n. if not clearing.
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
