She states since her last visit, she has had no need to seek medical, psychological, surgical or emergency care and today states she has no complaints.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
ASSESSMENT:

2. Positive amphetamines on urine drug screen.
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PLAN: The patient had a lengthy discussion about the protocol of this program. We talked about use of any substances that are not authorized. We talked about those medications that are not authorized as part of acceptable medication for this program. She states she did not know and thought it was only pain medication. She indicated that she had some Adderall that she used to take a long time ago and she took it; now she does not say why. The patient will be sent home with the following medication: Suboxone 8/2 mg SL film she gave one film SL b.i.d. for 15 days #30. She will return in 30 days. She was given the opportunities to ask questions, she states she has none. Refilled his Suboxone 8/2 mg SL film one film SL b.i.d. for 15 days #30. No refills. The patient will come back in 15 days for review over labs to see if she is still positive.
