The EEG study was performed today.  It shows mild background slowing.  Otherwise, there are no epileptiform discharges.  There are no spike and wave activities.
IMPRESSION
Alzheimer’s disease, mild to moderate.
RECOMMENDATIONS
1. I explained the patient and daughter of the above diagnosis.
2. Recommend the patient to check memantine 10 mg one p.o. q.d.  Explained the patient common side effects from the medications.
3. She is able to tolerate the medications, we will increase it to twice a day.
4. I will follow with the patient on September 25, 2023.
