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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in June 2020, the patient was in Twentynine Palms California.  The patient was in a training exercise.  The patient was hiking in dark at night.  The patient tells me that he was stepping on a rock, the rock broke and fell down.  The patient fell down with the rock.  The patient fell down 30 yards.  The patient hit the head and had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient tells me that he was out of consciousness for few minutes.  When he woke up, the patient was confused, disoriented, and severe headache.
The patient also tells me that in August 2021, the patient was in Afghanistan.  The patient tells me that he was hit by refugee.  The patient was actually punched in the head by refugee.  The patient had severe head pain after that.
The patient currently has significant headaches, dizziness, inability to walk straight, chronic migraines, memory loss, stuttering, and difficulty concentrate.
The patient tells me that he is seeing a neurologist at the VA and also speech therapist.

The patient is currently a student.  He is a full-time student.  He tells me that his symptoms are affecting his grades.  He is not able to perform well because of his memory loss symptoms.
Also chronic headaches also affecting him to concentrate.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  It was in the June 2020, the patient was in exercise training in Twentynine Palms California.  The patient was hiking during night at dark.  The patient stepped on the rock and the rock broke and fell down. The patient fell down a 50 yards and hit the head.  The had immediate loss of consciousness for few minutes.  When he woke up, the patient had severe head pain, dizziness, and lightheadedness.  Since then, the patient has significant headache, difficulty concentrate, difficulty to balance, inability to walk straight, and dizziness.  It is my opinion that the loss of consciousness, headaches, difficulty balancing, difficulty to concentrate, and memory loss. These are all signs and symptoms suggesting traumatic brain injury.
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
