The patient is seen with complaints of allergy and sinus drainage going into the chest for the past day. He has a history of hypertension,  hypothyroidism, hyperlipidemia, GERD, herpes simplex, and fusion of the back at multiple levels. The patient has been known to have sinus pain for five days.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: As above, hypertension, back fusion, bronchitis, and sinusitis.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, Eyes, Ears, Nose and Throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

PLAN: The patient was given Rocephin and dexamethasone injection with prescription for Medrol and Z-PAK with advice to get Flonase over-the-counter because of her history of allergic rhinitis with diagnosis of sinusitis, hypertension, and high lipid, with referral to ENT for followup.
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
