ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives at home with her mother. She is a low-functioning adult. She does not drink alcohol or tobacco.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake and alert.
EENT: Within normal limits.

NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.

RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and tender. Right lower quadrant pain abdominal pain. Bowel sounds noted in all four quadrants. No rebound. No guarding noted.
NEUROLOGIC: Positive straight leg raise.
SKIN: Multiple eczema excoriation marks bilateral upper arms and lower arms.

ASSESSMENT: Abdominal pain.

PLAN: Advised the patient to report to the emergency room for further evaluation for possible appendicitis. The patient is discharged in stable condition. Advised to follow up as needed.
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
