HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: A 45-year-old woman, custodian, works at the school; she is a head custodian. She comes in on 06/27/2025 with what looked like urinary tract infection with positive leukocytes, positive blood. The patient was treated with Rocephin 1 g, doxycycline and Bactrim DS. The patient also had culture and sensitivities then that were negative.
She comes back today. She states now she has back pain. Dysuria is slightly better. No nausea, vomiting, hematemesis, hematochezia, fever or convulsion. Once again, the culture and sensitivity of the urine was mixed flora.
She also has developed an insect bite over her right knee with a slight abscess formation which she states is causing a lot of pain.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: She has had issues with blood pressure, but the blood pressure is well controlled.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hysterectomy, tubals, tummy tuck, and gallbladder surgery.
MEDICATIONS: Bactrim DS and doxycycline.
MAINTENANCE EXAM: Mammogram was two years ago. She sees Dr. Krieitt who is going to order that for her again this year. Blood work was done six months ago.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. No drinking. No drug use.
FAMILY HISTORY: Heart disease, coronary artery disease.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, awake, and in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 151 pounds. Temperature 98. O2 sat 100%. Respirations 16. Pulse 80. Blood pressure 130/90 slightly elevated, it was 123/79 before.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: Evidence of insect bite with a tiny pustule over the right knee.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. UTI.

2. Continue with Bactrim DS and doxycycline.

3. Insect bite, right knee.

4. Procedure: After consent was obtained, the area was anesthetized and small tiny amount of pus was removed and the area was dressed.

5. Rocephin 1 g now.

6. Add Diflucan and Pyridium.

7. Call me on Tuesday.

8. We looked at her kidneys and liver, all within normal limits. She has had her gallbladder removed in the past.

9. If she is not improved, we will send her to a urologist for cystoscopy.

ADDENDUM: The urinalysis today does show improvement and plan is as above.
