HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 24-year-old female with history of congenital heart disease. She has a history of surgery at age 6. She was noted to have a history of congenital heart disease status post patch closure of VSD, resection of right ventricular outflow tract muscle bundle, and transannular patch augmentation of right ventricular outflow tract on 06/07/2004. She was found to have *__________* and referred for echocardiogram. She is now seen in followup.

DATA REVIEW: Echo reveals normal contractility with left ventricular ejection fraction of 58%. The diastolic filling pattern is normal for age. There is a septal *__________* flattening. RV is normal in size and function. Left atrium is normal in size. Mitral valve is noted to be normal. There is trace mitral regurgitation. Trace tricuspid regurgitation is noted. RV systolic pressure is 31 mmHg. There is mild pulmonic regurgitation. Trace mitral regurgitation is noted. Mild pulmonic regurgitation is noted. RV systolic pressure is estimated to be 39 mmHg.

IMPRESSION: The patient is a 24-year-old female with a history of congenital heart disease, treated with patch closure of VSD, resection of RV outflow tract muscle, and transannular patch augmentation of right ventricular outflow tract. The patient is noted to be stable. She is relatively asymptomatic. I will see her again in one year.
