Dear Nisha:
This is a followup for Joe with chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Last visit in January.  Some weight loss.  States to be eating well.  No vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, bleeding or urinary symptoms.  No edema or claudication.  No chest pain, palpitation or dyspnea.
Review of Systems:  Done being negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight bicarbonate and losartan.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 183, previously 192 at the wintertime.  Probably different clothes and shoes.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites.  No edema.  Blood pressure nurse 139/79.
Labs:  Chemistry June, creatinine 2.2 stable for many years.  Mild anemia.  Normal sodium and potassium.  Low bicarbonate.  Normal albumin, calcium and phosphorus.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB.  Stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Probably diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  There is metabolic acidosis on replacement.  Tolerating ARB losartan.  Normal potassium.  No need for phosphorus binders.  No need for EPO treatment.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  No indication for dialysis.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
