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This is a 96-year-old woman being placed on hospice with emphysema.
This is a 96-year-old woman is on 2 liters of oxygen. Her O2 sat 92%. She has lost weight. She is tachycardia. She is short of breath at all times. She is using her nebulizer all the time. The weight loss appeared to be related to her illness. She has a KPS score of 40%. She has issues with air hunger and has continued to worsen.
The patient belongs to “pink puffer” classes of patients with COPD with pulmonary hypertension, tachycardia and right-sided heart failure.
The patient’s condition has worsened in the past 4 to 6 weeks. The patient’s ambulation has been severely affected because of increased shortness of breath. She is sleeping 8 to 12 hours a day and expected to do poorly given the end-stage nature of her illness. She most likely has less than six months on the earth. Other comorbidities includes paroxysmal atrial fibrillation, which increases her shortness of breath by robbing her cardiac output by 5% to 10%, hypertension, COPD, chronic renal disease stage III, and syncope. Along with depression, polio, acid reflux and history of breast cancer. The patient is a former smoker by the way and family has requested no further hospitalization and its very difficult and taxing for the patient to come to doctor’s office and they would like for the patient will be placed on palliative and hospice care at home now.
Mobility is affected with syncope and frequent falls as well.
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
