JULY FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION
This is a 92-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of congestive heart failure is being evaluated today for face-to-face evaluation. Ms. Wormley was found to be in bed comfortable. As I mentioned, she suffers from congestive heart failure. The family tells me that she is more comfortable now since the last week we increased her Lasix from 40 mg to 60 mg, but she still has issues with orthopnea and PND; she wakes up with shortness of breath at nighttime.
Also, the patient tolerating increased Coreg dose well; this was done to control her heart rate as well. The patient’s orthopnea, PND, decreased appetite and cardiac cachexia are unavoidable. I spoke to the family regarding this, they have nitroglycerin that they can use when she has shortness of breath.
The patient’s O2 sat is 90% and heart rate is 99 today. She has also had ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinence. Her KPS is 40%. Part of her weakness and shortness of breath is related to pulmonary hypertension causing her shortness of breath and also some of the pedal edema that she has had in the past. Overall prognosis remains poor for this woman with history of congestive heart failure, hypertension, renal disease stage IV associated with above-mentioned symptoms, remains hospice appropriate.
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
