Mr. Childers was seen regarding seizure history, stroke history, and history of bipolar disorder- controlled.

HISTORY: Mr. Childers is very content and denies any new complaints. He denied any pain, dyspnea, or nausea. He has right hemiplegia and has virtually has no movement of his right arm, but he has good strength in his left arm and hand. He has right high above knee amputation, which is baseline. He has no recent seizures. He has history of bipolar disorder, but he is not really on any mood stabilizers and he has been doing fine without that. He is on BuSpar 10 mg in the morning and 5 mg at bedtime and that seems to be controlling his symptoms. He has history of COVID-19, but that is remote and that is not active at this point in time.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative for pain, dyspnea, nausea, vomiting, abdominal pain, diarrhea, chest pain, or other specific complaints.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not acutely distressed or ill appearing. Vital signs: Temperature 98.1, pulse 74, respiratory rate 18, blood pressure 118/70, and O2 saturation 95%. Weight on 07/04/23 150.7 pounds as compared with 150.5 pounds on 06/01/23 and was 157.6 on 04/24/23. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation without labored breathing. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No S3. No S4. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. CNS: Cranial nerve grossly intact. He has severe right hemiplegia. He has relatively no grip and no significant movement of his right upper extremity. The left arm strength is good. Musculoskeletal. He has high right above knee amputation. Skin was unremarkable.

Assessment/plan:
1. Ms. Childers has history of stroke, which is baseline. He is on aspirin 81 mg daily.

2. He has history of seizures and has been on Dilantin 200 mg daily full control of late.

3. He has history of anxiety and adjustment disorder and bipolar disorder. These are all stable and he is pleasant and content and I will continue BuSpar 10 mg in the morning and 5 mg in the evening. Overall, I will continue the current plan.
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
