Dear Dr. Saxena:
This is a followup for Mr. Berean with chronic kidney disease, hypertension, proteinuria and CHF.  Last visit in March.  No emergency room hospital visits.  Minor edema worse on the right, which is chronic.  There is obesity.  No chest pain or palpitations.  No gastrointestinal or urinary symptoms.  Denies increase of dyspnea.  Review of systems done.
Medications:  Medications list reviewed.  For high potassium remains on Lokelma, presently daily, anticoagulation with Eliquis, on beta-blockers and diuretics.
Physical Exam:  Present weight up to 231 pounds.  Blood pressure by nurse 142/72.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites or tenderness.  Stable edema right more than left.  Minor resting tremors.
Labs:  Chemistries from May, creatinine 2.11, stable overtime representing a GFR of 30.  Labs review as below.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IIIB.  No evidence of progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.

2. Hypercalcemia 5.7, on treatment.

3. Metabolic acidosis.  We discussed about the placement, at this moment he wants to wait.
4. Anemia, macrocytosis.  EPO for hemoglobin less than 10.

5. Normal nutrition, calcium, phosphorus and sodium.  Chemistries in a regular basis.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
