Dear Dr. Murray:
This is a followup for Mr. Martinez with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in February.  Denies hospital admission.  Feet feels cold all the time, but no discolor, ulcers or severe claudication.  I did an extensive review of system being negative.
Medications:  Medications list reviewed.  The only blood pressure metoprolol, on cholesterol treatment.  No antiinflammatory agents.
Physical Exam:  Weight down to 198 pounds.  Blood pressure by nurse 152/86.  Prior smoker.  COPD abnormalities.  No rales.  No pericardial rub.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites.  No major edema.  Normal speech.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries in June.  Creatinine 1.5, which is baseline.  GFR 49.  All results reviewed.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  Minor low-sodium.  Normal potassium, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorous.  No hemoglobin.  There has been no need for EPO treatment.  Continue to follow overtime.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
