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CHIEF COMPLAINT
Mental status changes.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient history of mental status changes on March 12, 2025.  The patient was hospitalized.  The patient had to refill the steroids.  The patient had brain MRI that was done on April 3, 2025, it shows small 6 to 7 mm focus of increased signal with restricted diffusion with peripheral rim enhancement and lesion in the right thalamus.
The patient tells me that he denies any hemiparesis, hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthia, and dysphagia. The patient denies any headaches.  Denies any nausea or vomiting.  The patient denies any confusion or disorientation.

The patient had a repeat MRI done on June 14, 2025.  It shows near complete resolution of the restricted diffusion associated with the right thalamus lesion.

The EEG examination was performed today.  It is a negative study.  There is no evidence of M-wave slowing.  There is no background slowing.  There are no seizure activities.
A brain MRI was done on June 14, 2025.  It shows near complete resolution of the restricted diffusion associated with a T1-T2 hyper intensity in the right thalamus lesions.  There is no evidence of intracranial by products.  There is no abnormal intracranial enhancement.
IMPRESSION
History of brain lesion. However, the brain lesion show near-complete resolution of the restricted diffusion associated with T1-T2-intense right thalamus lesion, based on the brain MRI on June 14, 2025.  Currently, there are no significant intracranial lesions.  There is no abnormal intracranial enhancement.
The patient is currently not confused.  There are no mental status changes.  The EEG study is normal.  There are no seizure activities.
The patient current neurological examination is normal.

RECOMMENDATIONS
1. Explained to the patient of the above diagnoses.

2. I do not recommend against him to go back to landscaping duties.  I think the patient is cleared to go back to landscaping duties.

3. I have no recommendation against that.  No recommendation against him going back to the fire camps.  His neurological examination is normal today.  The EEG study is normal today.  The brain MRI was normal on June 16, 2025.  I think the patient is clear to go back to his landscaping duties.  I have no recommendation against that.
