I spoke to Bryan Jones today. Mr. Jones had a calcium of 10.6 repeated, parathyroid of 58 within normal limits.

He states that I had originally wanted him to go see a specialist for his hypercalcemia even though it is slightly elevated. He states this is because he was working in the sun and he does not want to do that at this time. He wants to come back and recheck it after he hydrates. He also wants to recheck his triglycerides, which were elevated and his platelet count, which was 402, again could be also related to volume depletion. The patient is to come back in two months for having his blood work done. His testosterone was 197 and he wants to proceed with either Eugenix or T-Bomb supplementation before he starts taking any injections for his testosterone. Findings were discussed with him at length.
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
