Denies any loss of consciousness.  The patient tells me that he has headaches and *__________* football.  The patient did not have loss of consciousness.  He has mild headaches with that.
The patient tells me second episode of head injury was in 2004, when he was in Iraq.  The patient was in a Humvee truck.  The patient tells me that there were explosions near him.  He tells me that explosion causes vibrations.  He tells me that vibration hurt his head.  The patient was wearing helmet at that time.  The patient denies any loss of consciousness.  He denies any headaches.  He denies any confusion.
The patient tells me that he is in Air Force.  The patient is currently is in terminal leave.  The patient tells me that he was working for the Air Force for convoy.  The patient tells me that he is not able to perform his duties.  The patient tells me that he has depression, anxiety, apathy, fatigue, and tiredness.  The patient tells me that he was diagnosed to have depression and anxiety.  I believe that his symptoms are affecting his job duties.
It is my opinion that the patient’s symptoms are not likely due to traumatic brain injury.  His symptoms of depression, anxiety, apathy, tiredness, and headaches are likely signs and symptoms from my depression and anxiety disorder.
