


PROGRESS NOTE

CC: Being followed by Previse Wound Care and mid back wound found.

HPI: An 86-year-old sitting upright in his wheelchair. He was seen in one of the day areas. He was alert, interactive and just seemed brighter than he is most days. The patient had Previse Wound Care to apply compression wraps ordered two weeks ago and today his legs actually look quite good. I started him on diuretic Lasix 20 mg at 2 p.m. given his labile BP and that appears to be adequate. Previse has seen him and requested bilateral lower extremity ultrasound which has been ordered. Currently, no compression wraps in place. During exam, I noted that there was a patch or bandage on his upper mid back that was removed. It was dated as being placed on 06/29/23 and was soiled with serosanguineous drainage that also had an odor. The underlying wound appears to be in the healing process, but continues to have drainage. It has now got a fairly clean bed. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

RESPIRATORY: He has a normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear. No cough and symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm. No M, R or G. PMI nondisplaced.

NEURO: He made eye contact. He spoke a few words that were appropriate in response. He looked alert and was generally cooperative. Orientation is x 1 to 2.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. He has about a 1 cm x 1 cm superficial wound with a nice healing bed, but serosanguineous drainage. This will be cleaned by the nurse and dressed appropriately with dry dressing and then see when we can get it to just air dry. 

2. Lower extremity edema. This appears to have resolved, but regardless he is going to have ultrasound of bilateral lower extremities as Unna boots have been requested. 
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
