Dear Dr. N. Shah:
Thank you for referring Ms. Rosemary Riotto for Infectious Diseases evaluation.
As you know, the patient was recently hospitalized at Hudson Regional Medical Center for infected right hip.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient has past medical history of bipolar disorder, hypothyroidism, and hyperlipidemia.
MEDICATIONS: Include Lipitor, IV Ancef which is near in completion.
ALLERGIES: No known allergies to medications.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Does not drink at this time. Nonsmoker. No IV drugs.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Well-nourished, well-developed pleasant 67-year-old female in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Temperature is 98. Pulse is 97. Respiratory rate is 16. Blood pressure is 130/70. Height is 4’9”. Weight is 160 pounds.
HEENT: Head normal. Ears normal. Nose normal. Throat normal.
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LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: S1 and S2.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES: No cyanosis. No clubbing. No edema. Right total hip replacement incision is well healed. The wound on the right hip has completely healed. There is a tiny scab at the mid upper pole of the incision. There is no drainage. Range of motion is good. There is no pain, tenderness, warmth, swelling and the patient is comfortable.

LABS: Labs were reviewed. Cultures showed sensitive Staphylococcus aureus from the wound which was debrided in the OR at Hudson Regional.
IMPRESSION: Right total hip replacement with localized wound infection requiring incision and drainage and six weeks of IV antibiotics, which have nearly completed. The wound is healed. Labs including ESR and sed rate will be ordered and obtained. Avoid discontinuing the antibiotics. The patient has been advised to follow up with you. The patient will be seen and followed here until cleared. PICC line will remain in place until antibiotic therapy is completed. If sed rate and C-reactive protein remain elevated, the patient can be switched to oral antibiotic therapy for a six-month course if needed or if any signs or symptoms of infection based on repeat imaging.

We will follow along with you and add further recommendations as necessary.
Thank you very much for allowing me to participate in the care of your patients.
