CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient relates with history of falling and hitting her tractor two days ago. She states she fell and hit the back of her head with loss of consciousness for a few seconds and waking with headache and some nausea, also describes low back pain and pain in the right hand with swelling and discoloration, continues to have slight dizziness, still present, decreased. Describes headache 2/10 with 1+ nausea, still present, swelling of right dorsal hand, continued pain and low back pain with ambulation.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: She has had pelvic fracture with open reduction with associated back injury.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Soft tissue swelling to the left posterior skull with 2+ tenderness. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: 1 to 2+ tenderness to sacrum. Extremities: 1+ swelling with purpura and 2+ tenderness to right medial hand. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Fall with head injury, low back injury, back pain, hand contusion, possible fracture right hand.
PLAN: Because of her head injury with continued symptoms, she was recommended to be seen for CAT scan, referred to facility with further evaluation as was recommended. Refills were given for regular conditions including depression, anxiety, osteopenia, anemia, hypertension disease, history of endometrial cancer S/P total abdominal hysterectomy and rheumatoid arthritis. She also has a history of fasciotomy due to injury to right lateral thigh after being hit by her goat, closed with simple closure followed by intensive care in the hospital for several months some years ago. The patient was referred to ER for CAT scan and further evaluation.
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
