Brian Gaskin was seen for evaluation of hypercalcemia and elevated parathyroid hormone.

Recently, he had blood work performed, which had shown elevation in both of these numbers with calcium of 10.9 and parathyroid hormone level of 212.

He has no specific complaints suggestive of uncontrolled hypercalcemia and overall feels quite well.

Past history is significant for hypertension. He has not had kidney stones.

Family history is negative for calcium disorder.

Social History: He works as a Hi-Lo driver. Does not smoke and occasionally drinks alcohol.

Current Medications: Amlodipine 10 mg daily for hypertension.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 138/76, weight 320 pounds, and BMI is 48.7. Pulse was 70 per minute. The thyroid gland was not palpable and there is no neck lymphadenopathy. There were no abnormal lymph nodes or masses palpable in the neck. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

IMPRESSION: Hypercalcemia secondary to primary hyperparathyroidism.

A parathyroid imaging study has shown homogeneous uptake in the thyroid bed region but no definite parathyroid adenoma.

I discussed these findings with him and recommend that he have neck exploration and I have referred to Dr. Beth Kimball with a view towards parathyroidectomy.
