HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Ms. Lopez is a 34-year-old woman who was seen here in the office on 07/12/23 with ear infection. She was given Keflex and Motrin and Cortisporin Otic. She states that now she is having swelling under her right ear. Minimal fever. No chills. No hematemesis. No hematochezia. No seizure or convulsion.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: No diabetes. No high blood pressure.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: C-section.
MEDICATIONS: As noted.
ALLERGIES: As far as the allergy to Amoxil is concerned, she had a yeast infection with it, but never a rash, so it is not a true allergy. Actually, she is not allergic to anything.

COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. No drinking. Last period was early in July.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Today, she is alert. She is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: She weighed 133 pounds. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 97.8. Respirations 16. Pulse 66. Blood pressure 130/70.

HEENT: Red TM right side, but most impressively so parotid that is quite inflamed.
NECK: Anterior chain lymphadenopathy right side.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Right-sided parotiditis.

2. Rocephin 1 g.

3. Decadron 8 mg.

4. Augmentin 875 mg.

5. Medrol Dosepak.
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6. Suck on a lemon wedge at least four times a day.

7. Come back in two days.

8. Diflucan for the yeast infection.
9. Once again, she does not have allergy to Amoxil, she just had a yeast infection after she had it.

10. She is going to stop the ibuprofen and she is going to continue with the ear drops and get Augmentin 875 mg b.i.d. with the Diflucan, the steroids that we just talked about.
