CC: The patient is a 79-year-old gentleman who was seen in room. He and his companion are just settling in after moving here from a Norman facility. The patient has a history of orthostatic hypotension and is followed by Dr. Salim and the patient states that at his most recent visit that amlodipine was going to be discontinued and he wanted to decrease the candesartan 4 mg tablet the patient is currently taking to a 2 mg tablet. The patient states that he was symptomatic over the last couple of days, feeling orthostatic, but took his blood pressure medications anyway. After talking with him, I gave him the option of following through with the orders or suggestions that were made by Dr. Salim at his most recent visit and the patient is in agreement. He would like to have the amlodipine held and to decrease the candesartan as was recommended. 
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Orthostatic hypotension. Discontinue amlodipine and decrease candesartan from 4 mg to 2 mg q.d. with orthostatic BP checks b.i.d. for the next week. I will review those readings and then we will see how he is doing with the change in BP medications.
