HAHN, CHERYL
Ms. Hahn is a 68-year-old woman who was referred to hospice by Dr. Trang Nguyen with a history of end-stage cirrhosis. The patient was evaluated by Dr. Nguyen noted to have lost weight, positive ascites, and abdominal pain. The patient is not a candidate for further therapy regarding her end-stage cirrhosis. She is anemic. She has very low albumin less than 2.5 now with weight loss and requesting comfort care by the patient and family. The patient lives with her family who provides who are her primary caregivers. She is currently on oxycodone 5 mg for pain that she takes on regular basis, lactulose to reduce the ammonia level which causes the patient’s confusion and high risk of fall and GI bleed.

The patient overall expected to do poorly and is hospice appropriate with most likely less than six months to live.
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
