RODRIGUEZ, FERNANDO
Mr. Rodriguez is an 85-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of congestive heart failure (systolic). Other comorbidities include hypertension, diabetes, diabetic renal failure status post heart valve replacement, and peripheral vascular disease. The patient’s wife is primary caregiver. His daughter Martha also lives close by who is very involved in his care.

Since last certification, the patient has become much more lethargic, much more disoriented. He is staying in bed for 20 hours a day. He was treated with urinary tract infection, but his mental status has not changed any post treatment. The mental status change is most likely related to hypoperfusion. He has a KPS score of 40%. He is short of breath because of his congestive heart failure. He is ADL dependent, has become bowel and bladder incontinent and requires changing position to reduce chances of developing bony pressure ulcers. He is no longer a candidate for ambulation. He has had a tremendous decline since last certification. He remains hospice appropriate, most likely has a few weeks to live.
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
