SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Leslie is a 66-year-old married Caucasian male who has been in treatment for schizoaffective disorder. He has been doing better. He denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusions. Denies any depression. He described that he is feeling good. I further appreciate his improvement and need for the compliance. I further remind that compliance is so important he can see that previously when he was not compliant, he deteriorated into the inappropriate behavior to which he agreed. He described he is feeling good. His relationship with his wife is good. He is going out and compliant with treatment. He is on Seroquel 100 mg twice a day and 400 mg at bedtime and Depakote 500 mg at bedtime. He was alert and oriented. His mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. He denies any suicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. His cognitive functioning appears to be okay. There was no involuntary movement or any symptoms of acathisia, restless or drooling. The patient has been getting 90-day supply of the medication.

ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective disorder symptomatically stable.

PLAN: Continue with the current medication. A 90-day supply was ordered. Risks, benefits and side effects explained. Verbal consent was obtained. Prognosis guarded.
