Dear Dr. Musha:

Thank you for referring Ms. Luis Cordero for Infectious Disease evaluation.
As you know, the patient was recently tested positive for syphilis with an RPR of 1:1 and an FTA positive result.

The patient denies any symptoms. She has had no sexual intercourse in the recent past. She states that she was treated about one year ago. Titers at that time were also 1:1. Previous titers not available. She denies any history of previous treatment for STDs although her memory of previous treatments is not reliable at this time.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Positive for osteoarthritis and obesity. Denies drinking, smoking or IV drugs.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Positive for C-section and removal of fibroids.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Reviewed. She is not taking any antibiotic at the present time. She has some symptoms of atrophic vaginitis which she is being treated with Premarin vaginal cream.

ALLERGIES: There are no known drug allergies.
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SOCIAL HISTORY: Single, two children. She does not drink, smoke, or use intravenous drugs. She denies any current sexual partners. She denies any recent sexual encounters.

FAMILY HISTORY: Positive for pancreatic cancer.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient appears to be well-nourished, well-developed, adult female in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/70. Pulse 76. Respiratory rate 16. Temperature 98.

HEENT: Head: Normal. Ears: Normal. Nose: Normal. Throat: Pharynx not injected. Tongue is midline. No thrush.

NECK: No rigidity. No thyromegaly.

LUNGS: Diminished breath sounds.

HEART: S1 and S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft and obese. Bowel sounds present. No rebound. No guarding.
SKIN: Within normal limits. She denies any vaginal discharge. Denies any symptoms of STDs. Denies any ulcers, sores or other complaints at this time.
EXTREMITIES: Examination of the extremities reveals no deformities. Positive osteoarthritic changes. Pulses palpable. No ankle edema present.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
LABS: Reviewed though recent HIV test negative. RPR was positive 1:1.
IMPRESSION/PLAN: Low-level titer of 1:1 probably represents serofast syphilis resulting from previous treatment. Since titer has not changed in over one year, there is no indication for re-treatment at this time. The patient will be monitored carefully, to follow up, tests will be done in approximately four months and the results will be forwarded to your attention.
