He suffers from rather severe hidradenitis suppurativa (HAS). He is in severe pain. He takes Vicodin, Xanax, and doxycycline recently. The newest lesions have been between his legs, which are causing severe pain and discomfort and would like to have that taken care of right away.

The patient was referred to the emergency room to make sure he does not have a) MRSA and b) to be switched from doxycycline to a different antibiotic and for I&D of his lesions.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: All related to HAS.

ALLERGIES: None.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother died of CHF. Father still alive.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Richard is a 45-year-old, but appears older than stated age. He has terrible teeth.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 90/46, pulse 101, respirations 18, O2 saturation 98%, and temperature 98.

NECK: Shows no JVD.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: Shows no rash except for the lesions in between his legs and the buttocks. They were dressed and they were not looked at today since we cannot offer any help for him at this time and he needs to be seen in the emergency room.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: A 45-year-old gentleman with:

1. Severe hidradenitis suppurativa.

2. Referred the patient to the emergency room for further evaluation, possible I&D and different antibiotics to be tried on.

3. The patient is not a candidate for home visit and/or receiving home medications for pain or any other medications at this time. This was explained to Mr. Cox at length before leaving his residence.
