CC: Dizziness.

HPI: The patient with a history of vertigo who has been on meclizine. She had been on it and at admission it was held due to drowsiness and some mild gait instability, but the family wanted it restarted which it was at 25 mg b.i.d. and now they feel that she is sleeping more and would like to have it held. Perhaps when we restarted, it can also be at a lower dose to see if there is benefit without sedation. 
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Dizziness. Meclizine has been helpful, however sedating. So I am going to hold it at family’s request and if the dizziness becomes more problematic, we will look at restarting it at 12.5 mg b.i.d.
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
