HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 66-year-old gentleman, truck driver, originally from Houston, Texas. He used to drive trucks and work as a longshoreman. He is single. He has no children He has history of ETOH use and history of smoking in the past. The patient’s last hospitalization was two weeks ago in the emergency room at Southeast Memorial Hospital for followup of leg injury status post surgery of his leg because he had a fracture in his pre-tib, tibia and fibula area. He uses a cane. He is wheelchair bound at this time. He also suffers from CHF, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, chronic pain, and depression and anxiety.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Foot surgery, lipoma surgery and recent leg surgery.
MEDICATIONS: He takes Tylenol No.3 one to two every six hours for pain, Seroquel 100 mg at nighttime, Lasix 40 mg a day, lisinopril 40 mg a day, Soma 350 mg three times a day, Flonase two puffs once a day, losartan 100 mg a day, Lipitor 40 mg a day, and Zoloft 100 mg a day.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother died of a heart attack with history of coronary artery disease. Father was killed.

Records from Southeast Memorial Hospital are pending at this time.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 115/60. Pulse 86. Respirations 18. Temperature 98. O2 sats 90%.

NECK: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear except for few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal. The patient is in a wheelchair.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Fractured leg.

2. Hospital records are pending from Southeast Memorial.

3. History of depression.

4. Anxiety.

5. CHF compensated.

6. Hypertension controlled.

7. Hyperlipidemia stable.

8. Anxiety. Zoloft is doing a good job controlling his symptoms.

9. Pain is controlled with Tylenol No.3.
