The patient is here with complaints of hearing loss for the past six months. He stated that he was seen for hearing aids and wanted $8000. Denies having hearing evaluation by ENT or audiologist.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of hypertension, multiple skin cancers involving external ears and body, being followed by dermatologist in Kingwood. Also, has a history of ataxia with neurological workup at Methodist Hospital in the past. He states he was never told what was wrong.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He lives alone with support from son.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Both tympanic membranes with dullness without light reflex or visualization of ossicles. External auditory canals are clear without evidence of cerumen or blockage. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: As above. Neurological: As above. Skin: With evidence of prior surgeries with possible removal of external ears.
IMPRESSION: Hearing loss; probably neurogenic, history of extensive skin cancer with removal, history of hypertensive cardiovascular disease, and history of ataxia of unclear etiology.
PLAN: The patient was advised to see an ENT doctor at Texas ENT recommended for further evaluation. Follow up with his dermatologist and to follow up with neurologist.
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
