SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He had bone marrow biopsy yesterday at MD Anderson with result pending and taking steroid now. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Tenderness to the right posterolateral hip with negative straight leg raising. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Otherwise, within normal limits.
PLAN: The patient was advised to take one-half Tylenol No. 4 as tolerated, was given dexa 4 mg IM with prescription of Medrol Dosepak, to follow up with a neurosurgeon, has appointment on 08/10/2023 to see him with orthopedic referral as indicated. Advised to follow up here as needed. Requesting repeat injection before a trip on 08/12/23, consider if not treated by neurosurgeon before *__________*.
