HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 77-year-old female with a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and intracerebral hemorrhage dating to 2022. She had suffered a mechanical fall while at church. She had developed immediate left hip pain and required assistance to get up. She had then returned home, but was unable to take a few steps. She then presented to Alta Bates Summit Medical Center on 04/11/2024 at which time she was found to have a nondisplaced minimally impacted subcapital femur fracture. She was then seen by Dr. Alwattar and she underwent left total hip arthroplasty anterior approach on 04/12/2024. She was then transferred to acute rehab and was discharged on 04/25/2024. The patient is now seen for evaluation. She currently denies chest pain, shortness of breath, or palpitations.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Hypertension.

2. Hyperlipidemia.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Left hip surgery.
MEDICATIONS:
1. Amlodipine 10 mg one daily.

4. Enteric coated aspirin 81 mg one daily.

5. Atorvastatin 40 mg h.s.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies. 
FAMILY HISTORY: Sister had diabetes and died in 1994.
SOCIAL HISTORY: There is no history of cigarette smoking, alcohol or drug use. 
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REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Respiratory: She has cough.

Gastrointestinal: She has constipation.
Review of systems is otherwise unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 131/80, pulse 72, respiratory rate 20, height 67”, and weight 197.2 pounds.

Cardiovascular: Regular rate and rhythm with S3. There is a soft systolic murmur at the left parasternal border. There is no JVD.

DATA REVIEW: EKG demonstrates sinus rhythm 72 beats per minute and leftward axis, otherwise unremarkable.

IMPRESSION:
1. A 77-year-old female with a history of left hip fracture status post surgery.

2. Hypertension.

3. History of osteoarthritis of the knees and hips.

4. Murmur.

PLAN:
1. We will obtain echocardiogram.

2. Maintain on the usual medications.

3. I will see her within six weeks.
