HISTORY: This is a 56-year-old gentleman here for followup. The patient indicated that she was seen in the emergency room on 07/19/2023 diagnosed with erysipelas, infected insect bite, foot puncture and peripheral edema. He states that he was treated there with antibiotics. He had an extensive workup which includes lab CBC, CMP, radiographic studies of his lower extremities, advised studies were normal. He states that he was advised to come in for continuous antibiotic treatments intramuscularly. He states that he is doing little better.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: DVT.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Colectomy.
MEDICATIONS: Lisinopril and atorvastatin.
ALLERGIES: None allergies
SOCIAL HISTORY: Endorses alcohol use. Denies tobacco or drug use.
FAMILY HISTORY: Cancer.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. Denies chills. Denies myalgia. Denies fever. He reports improved pain in his lower extremity.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

Blood pressure is 133/74.
Pulse 99.
Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.1.
FOOT: Localized edema and erythema. Full range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait. Neurovascularly intact.
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity.
SKIN: Except for foot, no erythema, no edema, or exudate. No bleeding or discharge.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Peripheral edema.

2. Infected insect bite.

3. Erysipelas.

PLAN: The patient received the following injection in the clinic Rocephin 1 g IM he was observed in the clinic for additional 15-20 minutes after which she was reevaluated and reports no signs and symptoms of adverse reaction from the medication. He is comfortable with my discharge plan, strong return precautions given.
