HUDGENS, JAMES
Mr. Hudgens is a 70-year-old gentleman with history of chronic lymphocytic leukemia refractory whom recently he had a CT scan of abdomen which showed small lymph node throughout the abdominal area. The patient is anemic. He has not responded to treatment despite being on Rituxan/ Bendamustine. Lymphadenopathy in the neck maxillary region still remains. He has lost weight. He is not eating very much. He has lost 20 pounds in the past six weeks. He does not want to proceed with any more chemo or radiation therapy at this time. He is frail. He is weak. He is having pain and nausea and vomiting causing him not to eat. Subsequently, he has decided on hospice. His albumin is down to 3.0. His H&H is 8 and 28.

Overall prognosis is poor. He is expected to do poorly. He most likely has less than six months to live and is hospice appropriate with refractory chronic lymphocytic leukemia.
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
