Mr. Sampy is a very thin, emaciated, black gentleman who is being evaluated for face-to-face today. The patient suffers from endstage heart disease, COPD, heart failure, peripheral vascular disease, and chronic pain. The patient’s caretaker Fred tells me that he is not eating, he has lost at least 2 or 3 pounds. He believes that is related to the weather changes since it has been so hot in Houston. As I mentioned, he is 73 years old. He has endstage congestive heart failure, cardiac cachexia, ADL dependence, class IV New York Heart Association heart failure with shortness of breath at rest. His O2 sat is 87 to 88% without oxygen. He does not like to wear his oxygen, but he gets short-winded now. He is spending about 16 to 18 hours a day on the couch and bed. The bladder incontinence and ADL dependence is very much related to his cardiac cachexia and endstage heart failure. Overall prognosis remains poor. His O2 saturation has definitely deteriorated since he was at 92% on room air previously. Overall prognosis is poor for Mr. John Sampy.
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
