Dear Deb:

This is a followup for Mrs. Bailey, prior anti-cemetery agents with stable kidney function.  Last visit in July 2022.  She is still helping with school administration at her location in Mexico.  Has a new puppy.  All review of system is negative.  No emergency room or hospital admission.  No surgeries.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.

Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 110/64, weight down 138, but alert and oriented x3.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No ascites or tenderness.  No edema.  No neurological problems.

Labs:  Chemistries are stable, creatinine 1.0 which is baseline for a GFR in the upper 50s.  Normal electrolytes, acid base, glucose, calcium, albumin and liver testing.  Normal cell count.  No anemia.
Assessment and Plan:  Chronic kidney disease, prior antiinflammatory agent exposure, clinically stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  Normal blood pressure by herself.  I really do not need to see her in a regular basis.  In your yearly blood test please do urinalysis and albumin to creatinine ratio.  Call me if any changes.  I will go standby.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
