Dear Dr. Kozlovski:

This is a followup visit for Mrs. Katt with history of right renal infarction, severe esophageal reflux disease and history of pulmonary embolism.  Her last visit was January 23, 2023.  She is having ongoing severe reflux symptoms with a lot of burning in the esophagus area and she is going to have surgical repair of that along with hernia repair August 7, 2023.  She does take care of her father who has dementia and so she is having a lot of stress related to that.  Due to the history of pulmonary embolism she is anticoagulated with Eliquis 5 mg twice a day and uses Lovenox 100 mg before procedure subcutaneously as a bridge therapy after the Eliquis is stopped.  She hopes she will feel much better after her surgical procedure.  No chest pain or palpitations.  She has dyspnea on exertion but none at rest.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  Urine is clear without cloudiness, foaminess or blood.  No edema.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed and is unchanged from previous visit.

Physical Examination:  Weight 231 pounds and that is stable, pulse 72, blood pressure is 132/70 today.  Neck is supple.  No lymphadenopathy or jugular venous distention.  Lungs are clear without rales, wheezes or effusion.  Heart is regular without murmur, rub or gallop.  Abdomen is soft, slightly tender in the epigastric area.  No ascites.  She has a trace of ankle edema bilaterally.  No calf swelling, pain or redness.

Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done July 20, 2023, and creatinine is stable at 0.97, estimated GFR greater than 60, albumin 4.5, calcium 9.3, electrolytes are normal, phosphorus 3.9, hemoglobin 14.5 with normal white count and normal platelets.

Assessment and Plan:  History of right renal infarction with preserved renal function, severe esophageal reflux disease and history of pulmonary embolism.  The patient will continue to have lab studies done every three to four months and she will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
