Dear Dr. Murray:

This is a followup for Mr. Reed, who has chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in January.  Surgery done on his left side Dr. Moutsatson.  Some kind of soft tissue.  No malignancy.  No infection.  No antiinflammatory agents.  Doing physical therapy, trying to play golf, but restricted.  Two meals a day, which is not new for him.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, bleeding or urinary changes.  No edema or claudication symptoms.  No chest pain, palpitation or increase of dyspnea.  Review of systems is negative.  Does not check blood pressure at home.
Medications:  Present blood pressure metoprolol.

Physical Examination:  Today weight 248, blood pressure 116/70 left-sided.  Normal oxygenation.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No ascites.  I do not see major edema.  Normal speech.  No expressive aphasia.

Labs:  Chemistries, creatinine is stable 1.56, GFR 45 stage III for the last six years.  Electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus normal.  No anemia.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III, stable overtime, no progression and no symptoms.  Previously no urinary retention or kidney obstruction.  Blood pressure appears to be well controlled.  All chemistries good.  Come back in nine months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
